I don’t have a key to the safe deposit where the will is located- how do I get the will to probate?

TEXAS PROBATE CODE, Section 36B :

Always allows you to get an order from a probate court in the county where the will is located, to open the box with a bank employee present, and to inspect the box for a will;

Section 36D states:

 a bank may permit your spouse, parent, adult child, or Executor to examine the safe deposit box; however, some banks still require the 36B  court order. 

In either case, Section 36 C provides :

That if a will is found, the will must be forwarded to the court, to be probated.
