If you are named as an executor of a will that must be probated in Texas, you can serve in that role, but you must have a representative appointed to receive notices from the court for you, and who is subject to the court’s jurisdiction. This is called a designation of a resident agent. 
If a person owns property in Texas and dies in another State, and has a will probated in that State, you must file an ancillary probate in Texas, to transfer title of the property here.
